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PETRRA as an IRRI project had a big challenge to make sure that the research to development pathway gets utmost importance in its implementation. It developed some practical examples of how transitions from research to development can be done in a meaningful way and that the project in its five year period can share some of the early impact of such effective transition. IRRI in its salinity tolerant rice variety development program together with NARS and NGO partners established one good example. Two other NGO partners of PETRRA, RDRS and Shushilan, also established examples of such successful research to development transition in extension method research through their organizational response and commitment to pro-poor agricultural program.  The IRRI example has been transforming into many other programs in the areas of varietal development for unfavorable ecosystem and attracting resources from multiple donors. The two NGO partners are also attracting resources from donors and moving towards sustainable agricultural program development. These two had no strong agriculture program before they get involved with PETRRA. Long term organizational commitment towards pro-poor agricultural development, working with right kinds of partners and ability to locate the project component into the wider context of the organizational program appeared to be the key to such successes.
